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Professor Chen has advocated integrated multimedia information access in the last 2 decades, and was the first to speak on the interactive videodisc technology in Dubrovnik in 1984.  Since then, she has advocated her Global Digital Library concept, and conceptually through the digital and communications technologies, she has advocated an information application model with a triangular relationship among technology, content and use.  She will show how this has been applied successfully in her Global Memory Net, a major International Digital Library Project supported by the US National Science Foundation.

She is a sought after international speaker and consultant.  She is delivering her invited speech at LIDA 2006 Conference, and will also offer a workshop at University of Zadah together with Boris Badurina, a faculty of the University of Osijek, who spent three months as a visiting research with her group in developing the latest version of the Integrated Multimedia Content Retrieval System (i-M-C-S) of the Global Memory Net.
